Federal Inter-Agency Digital Imagery Working Group (IADIWG) Teleconference

Date/Time: 4 November 2004, 1030 – 1230 Eastern Time

First Topic – Introductions: Each attendee introduced himself and gave brief background information on the history with, and interest in, digital imaging systems. The facilitator gave some background on the absent members.

Second Topic – Background on forming the IADIWG.

Third Topic – Additional Group Membership: The facilitator asked attendees if there were any additional people or groups that should participate. The group came up with three possible additional members: Lee Worth (BOR), Larry Handley (USGS-NWRC), and Doug Johnson (USFS-RSAC). George Lee has the action to call these people and assess their potential to join the group.

Fourth Topic – Operations: This topic addressed when and how the group will interact. There will be second teleconference on 7 December. There will be a face-to-face meeting in January. There will be an additional teleconference or teleconferences in February and, if needed, a second face-to-face meeting before the ASPRS Annual Meeting in March. NASA will host the initial face-to-face at the Stennis Space Center. The FWS will host the pre-ASPRS meeting in Shepherdstown, West Virginia.

Fifth Topic – Initial Tasks: The consensus is that the first task should be crafting some boilerplate acquisition specifications and digital imagery guidelines for digital image acquisition. Towards that end, the group decided to collect any existing specifications and guidelines and distribute them to the group for review. Phil Rufe has the action to assemble and distribute the documents.

Sixth Topic – “Further Down the Pike”: There are a number of additional issues that the group might address including quality assurance, system calibration and characterization, contracting issues, in situ and laboratory methods, collaboration with DOT’s, etc. There is a potential to have three sub-groups or committees under this group to deal with the focus areas of Calibration, Characterization, and Contracting.
