Project-level Metadata Elements

The following information is needed from the partner/cooperator in order to compete the project-level metadata data to meet requirements for The National Map.   

(1.  Name of agency for the data credit --- (include mailing address and phone numbers).  If the data is being purchased “as-is,” then this will serve as the Originator entry.

    2.  Who published it and when (if applicable).  Include the name of the program under which the data was created.

    3.  Names of data cooperators or partners who should be credited.

    4.  Date data was created,

(5.  Imagery information.

Type (B&W, Color, CIR) and whether digital or film

(6.  Source and date of elevation data.

    7.  Production process description (to extent known).

    8.  Name of contractor.

    9.  Specific text the partner/cooperator wants incorporated into the abstract and purpose.  If not provided, generic orthoimagery boilerplate text (adapted to the specific dataset) will be used. 

(10.  Georeferencing information

(11.  Licensing or data access restrictions.  We need a copy of the document(s) describing the licensing arrangements/restrictions.  An informal email will not suffice.  Include contact information for ordering data, if applicable.

Items marked with a “(” are mandatory.  We want to give full credit to the dataset owners, but we have to rely upon them to provide this information.  If no information is provided for an element, the word “unknown” will be used in the metadata. 
Date information should be given as precisely as possible.  At a minimum, we need at least the year and would like to be able to also cite the month.  If the data was collected over a period of time (months to years), the beginning and ending dates should be provided.
